1. AGM minutes 

HP and TM to review wording on election of officers.   CS had written to thank

Sir Malcolm Rifkind for attending.

2. Dates for open meetings in 2012

Agreed to plan for three open meetings, plus summer festival and Xmas Party.   Proposed dates Thursday 23rd Feb, 21st June, 1st November (AGM).
 

3. Topics for public meetings
Agreed for February meeting to have a workshop-style session with smaller groups looking at key issues on updating of Conservation Area Policy and potential Neighbourhood Plan (see 9 below).   Update from Safer Neighbourhood Unit another potential item

4. Handover arrangements for new Association officers
All in hand.  MT taking over accounts and organising change of bank mandate next month.  TM taking on CASWEB site.   CS has provided Association files to HP.

5. Arrangements for Xmas Party

LG organising with North Pole, for Dec 14th.  Same format as in previous years.  Agreed to do further leaflet/invitation, with start time before 8pm if possible.   Grant from ward fund is in place.
6. Update from Imperial Sub Group
Noted that planning application now expected in December.  Drafts of further letters to imperial College Council and LBHF Planning Department agreed.  

Meeting had been held with other amenity societies in K&C and H&F, convened by Kensington Society.  Outcome was that KS will request

joint meetings with Mayor for London’s Office, TfL and Thames Water. Aim was to register growing concerns over cumulative impact of major developments  (Westfield 2, Earls Court, Helical Bar and Imperial West).

HP would also be attending a meeting organised by Norland Society

With Cllr Tim Ahern from K&C.
Noted that Helical Bar was convening first stakeholder forum on Nov 29th.  Agreed that DM, NW and HP would attend.  JH not available that night.

7. Relationships with other associations.

Noted that McFarlane Road Association (off Wood Lane) has been in touch re adverse impact of Westfield and Westfield 2.

Agreed that SHRA would continue to support joint lobbying efforts on all the major developments in the north of H&F, but could not realistically get involved in the detail of the Earls Court proposals.

8. Neighbourhood Planning
Localism Act now on the statute book.  LH advised that although Neigbouhood Development Orders related to proposals for new development, having a Neighbourhood Plan in place could still be helpful in resisting inappropriate developments.

RBK&C understood to be sceptical of value of neighbourhood plans in a London context, seeing more value in updating Conservation Area policy.

9. Oxford Gardens Conservation Area policy

Present document dates from 1975 and is now very updated.  RBK&C keen that SHRA should take on role of pulling together ideas for an updated version.   JH to sound out local residents with relevant expertise, with a view to forming a sub-group to do more detailed thinking.  Ideas to be discussed at February open meeting.  Association would try to ensure RBK&C reaches more consistent decisions on e.g. lofts and rear rooflights.

10. Any other business 
Agreed to oppose planning application by landlords to remove (rather than repair) portico over North Pole shops, given that this was one of the few features of this street.
